KUNG FU FRANKENSTIEN

Baron Victor Von Frankenstein had finally confronted the child of his hubris, destroying the vengeful monster in the very lab where he was created.  Somehow surviving the destruction of the lab, Victor regained conciousness only to find his beloved wife and son had been the monsters final victims.

Overcome with remorse, Victor prepared to throw himself upon the mercy of the village, but his father, Lord Henry Von Frankenstein would have none of it.  He secretly whisked Victor away, booking him passage on “The Valiant”, a ship sailing to the orient.  Victor spent most his time aboard the ship chronicling  the folly of his life in his journals, but found some solace in treating the sick crew of the ship.  He also found friendship with Chi Kai, a young boy who was found floating amongst the wreakage of a fishing junk.  

As Victor contemplates the direction that the future holds, fate begins it’s initial steps to an unexpected destiny.  A vicious storm takes hold, crashing the ship on the shores of China.  As the crash survivors attempt to get their bearings, they are suddenly attacked by a patrol sent by  the Villainous White Lotus Clan!  Despite their flint lock pistols, these hardened men of the sea are done in quick by the Clan, who kill all except Victor and Chi Kai, who were unarmed during the attack.  

The patrol Chief examines the wreakage  of The Valiant, and finds Frankenstein’s trunk, filled with various medical and scientific text books.  Though unfamiliar with Victors barbarian tounge, the chief recognizes the possible value of these texts due to their illustrations.  The Chief then orders Victor and Chi Kai to be bound, and they are marched into the local town of Wan tu.

This town is a small village, indistinguishable from any other, except for the fortress in the center of town.  Built on the top of a hill enveloped by  the town, a long stair case leads to the Temple Of the White Lotus.  The White Lotus Clan has recently been granted local governing status by the emperor, and has used this power to gain wealth and political control.  The temple houses warriors, mystics and scholars, who all follow the teachings of the White Lotus Clan founder, the albino, white haired High Lotus Grand Abbott, Pai Mei.  Pai Mei takes up residence in the Imperial City, allowing him a central vantage point to oversee all White Lotus operations; Additionally, it allows for Pai to have  his finger on the pulse of court politics and intrigue.   The Temple of Wan Tu is run by Lotus Priest Mei Chu (all high level Clansmen take the name Mei as their surname, in deference to Pai Mei.), who has recently embarked on a trip to the Imperial City, to confer with Pai Mei (duh).  

Victor and Chi are taken to the prison cells of the White Lotus Temple, while their fate is discussed by the Temple Council.  Also staying at the Temple is Wu Tang Swordsman Wang Zao, a knight-errand of near legendary status who travels across the land with his apprentice and younger brother, Wang Lu.  The Wu Tang school of swordplay and Kung Fu have long been associated with the White Lotus, as Pai Mei invented and taught his fighting system there.  The result of this relationship is an ‘open arms’ policy in regard to each others members.  As Wang is a highly respected hero, he is invited to the council meeting, and sits idly as the various opinion of the fate of Frankenstein and Chi are discussed.  The talk quickly turns to execution, which causes Wang to prick up his ears, then it is revealed the round eye was unarmed protecting a child, which does not sit well with Wang.  Finally, the temple council reveal that the Child, who is not a foreigner, will be executed as well, and Wang can listen no more.  

Wang demands to the council that the child and foreigner are released.  The acting council head tries to diplomatically reason with Wang, but an honorable warrior like Wang will not be swayed when the life of an innocent child’s life is at stake.  He orders his brother to get his carriage and wait at the bottom of the temple steps, and then informs the council lead that he will go to free the prisoners.  

Wang battles a few guards on his way to the prison cells (this fighting is really Wang just moving people out of his way, a sort of intro for the upcoming set piece), ultimately reaching Vic and Chi. He unsheathes his sword, slicing the  prison lock, and instructs the now free Vic and Chi to stay close, as they now have to battle their way to the exit.  Wang then resheathes his sword.

Wang and co are met with little resistance, for most of the Clan fear to do battle with the legendary swordsman.  The temple guards keep their distance, until Wang enters The Great Hall of the Wan Tu Temple, where Wang is greeted by the Patrol Chief (PC) who captured Victor and Chi at the ship.  Behind PC are several menacing looking fighters, armed with weapons ready; PC explains that they are the best fighters at  the temple, and will allow Wang to leave, unharmed, provided the foreigner and the boy are left with the Clan.  Wang coyly asks what will happen if he tries to leave with the foreigner and boy.  PC explains that Wang will have to get past PC and his elite group.  Wang laughs, stating that if the only resistance he will meet is PC and company, then he will leave unharmed anyway.  

The fight begins!  Wang faces PC and his fighters, WITH HIS SWORD STILL SHEATHED, besting them at every turn.  Wang’s fighting style is fluid and graceful, much like a dancers.  He avoids or blocks every slash, strike, punch or kick from every fighter, all with equal aplomb.  As the battle escalates, PC, knowing he can’t win, orders his men to go after Frankenstein and Chi, who have been waiting the shadows.  Wang leaps over the heads of the  men closest to Frankenstein and Chi,  blocking the Clansmens attempts to strike them.  Wang lifts Chi into his arms, cradling Chi firmly in his left arm, then faces PC and co.

Wang informs PC that he done playing.  He warns if he is not granted exit, that this time his blows will hurt.  PC, ego visibly bruised, assumes a combat stance, ordering his men to do the same.  His men, noticeably bruised and battered, obviously really wish PC had considered Wang’s request.  As Wang begins to head for the exit, the Clansmen attack, and are repelled by Wang one by one.   {FIGHT NOTE: at this point, Wang, still with Chi in his left arm, strikes with a hardness not seen up until this point.  His blows should look like they hurt.  Additionally, the final strike delivered to each Clansmen should send them REELING backward.}   Eventually, only PC is left, and despite all efforts, he is easily laid low. 

 Wang and company descend down the temples outer steps, where Wang Lu, in horse drawn carriage, awaits.  As they all get into the carriage, Victor remembers his trunk, briefly explaining that the information contained within those books can be used for dangerous and arcane purposes.  Wang Lao insists that the information is safe,  since it is written in the tongue of the foreigners.  Victor then explains that while the language may be hard to decifier, math and science are universal, and therefore can be easily  decrypted by learned people.  Wang realizes this to be true, so turns the coach around.  

In the main hall of the temple, the defeated guards lick their wounds, while the Patrol Chief stews with hatred.  Suddenly the main door to the Great Hall opens, revealing Wang Zao, sheathed sword in hand.  The guards attempt to stand into battle positions, feedlely, and PC then summons the rest of the Lotus Clans Guard, a force in the hundreds.  Wang unsheathes his sword, causing the armies of the White Lotus to shutter in fear.  Wang declares his that he has come for the foreigner’s belongings,  then states that bloodshed here would undoubtably cause a riff and possible war between the Clan of the White Lotus and the Clan of the Wu Tang.  He asks the acting council chief if he is willing to take responsibility for that war.  The acting Chief backs down, and orders his guards to get Frankenstein’s trunk.  

Trunk on board, our heroes ride through the wilderness of China, at what appears to Frankenstein to be rather slow pace.  Wang Zao then explains the history of Wu Tang and it’s relationship to The White Lotus Cult to Frankenstein.  Wang includes a brief history of Pai Mei, explaining how he left the Shaolin temple to enjoy the pleasures of the outside world, started the Wu Tang school of martial arts  to train the aristocracy the deadly art of the sword and fist and The White Lotus Clan to consolidate his own power and influence.  (Film note: Wang relaying the tale of Pai Mai should be used as narration set to footage of Pai training students and climbing in power).   Wang’s tone, while reverential, contains a hint of distaste for Pai Mei.  Frankenstein then inquires where they are going now, to which Wang responds, “The birth place of all of our fighting arts, Shaolin Temple”.  Wang explains that  this is not the original Shaolin Temple, which was destroyed by the Ching dynasty with the aid of Pai Mei (note: narrative for flashback footage again denoting Shaolin training and the temples destruction), but a branch of the temple located in their region, which was constructed after the Chings lifted the ban on Shaolin.  When asked, Wang explains that despite his connection with the Wu Tang, his (just) reputation as a righteous warrior has made him welcome at Shaolin, and that in fact, the monks at the temple they are going to hold him in high regard, as they have exchanged information and fighting techniques on many occasions.  Frankenstein then asks if a foreigner will be welcomed, and Wang explains that as Buddhists, they wish to attack no man, and that perhaps, the scientific knowledge that Frankenstein possesses will be of interest to the monks.

They all arrive at temple, and it is decided that they may all stay at Shaolin.  As time goes on, Frankenstein, who has begun to understand the language, is considered an asset with his knowledge of medicine and herbology, treating monks injured in training.  Frankenstein is facsinated with the study of accupunture,and dedicates much time to learning the human body’s various pressure points.   The head abbot of the temple treats him with high regard, and assigns the second abbot (2nd in command) the task of treating Frankenstein’s emotional wounds.  The 2nd Abbot, Mang Qui, and Frankenstein quickly become the best of friends.  As well as learning about medicine, Victor, a trained fencer, also teaches western fencing techniques to some third and fourth Abbots.

Meanwhile, the White Lotus Priest Mei Chu returns to the Wan Tu.  Upon learning the events involving Wang Zao and Frankenstein, he kills the Patrol Chief, for his loss to Wang Zao was a loss of face for the White Lotus.  He then commands his clansmen to find ‘the knight and his pet foreign dog’.  
Frankenstein has resumed a life of science (with a newfound spiritual calm), and has started teaching Shaolin pupils his knowledge of chemistry.  With the aid of the monks, he has built a furnace which he used to make glass, glass used to make beakers and test tubes and the like.  Chi Kai, meanwhile, has become Frankenstein’s most apt pupil, proving an instinctual predilection for learning.  Chi has also come to love not only Frankenstein, but the Wang brothers as well, and all three have become father figures to the lad.  Wang Zao, having grown weary of battle, chooses to live at temple, teaching his skill to those he finds worthy.   He spends much of his time with Chi Kai, showing Chi the Wang Dart Throwing Technique, a family hallmark. His brother, meanwhile, is gaining a reputation as a noble hero.  

The spies of the White Lotus return to temple, informing the Lotus Priest  Mei Chu that Frankenstein and Co. are located at Shaolin.  Due to the lift of the ban of Shaolin, the government supported Lotus clan can not directly attack the temple monks.  He decides to bide his time, dispatching a spy to keep tabs on the goings on at Shaolin Temple.

All is going well.  Then the small first step to the arcane path that has dominated Victor Von Frankenstein’s past materializes.  Bored, Chi Kai decides to entertain himself by scaleing the temple wall, walking and balancing on it’s edge.  He falls, sustaining a concusion and slipping into a coma.  The standard medical knowledge of both the monks and Frankenstein see no alternative than to hope and pray that Chi wakes up.  Frankenstein confides in both Wang Zao and Mang Qui that he has a theory on how to get Chi out of his coma, but that it was from practicing  a science that has only led to destruction in the past.  Wang and Mang reason that self disipline will keep Frankenstein from corrupting his motives, which finally convinces the European to procede.  

Frankenstein then enlists the monks of the Shaolin temple in the construction of an elborabate  device.  Monks are seen making thin, long supple strips of wire in the temple smith shop, while large gears are also shown being built.  Frankenstein spends time doing mathematic calculations, and overseeing construction of this ominous device.  With all the monks present, Frankenstein calls the 4th Abbot, a pole fighting instructor, to his side, whispering directions in his ear.  The Monk sticks his pole into a hole located on the side of a gear, and begins to spin the gear making circles with his pole.  This starts the mechanism into motion, and ultimately bolts of electricity emminate from Frankenstein’s grand contraption.  Frankenstein places wires on Chi, flips a switch, and jolts Chi Kai back to life.  A celebration is held, but amidst the revellery, Frankenstein stands alone.  Wang Zao and Mang Qui find their friend, where he confesses the actions that led him down this dark path.  

The head abbot, who has been listening to Frankenstein’s story, offers sage advice regarding the limit of penance, and that Frankenstein, despite his actions in the past has a noble heart, and many of the noblest of men have fallen under the weight of their own ideals.  Frankenstein, noting the wisdom of the abbot, and that reviving Chi was a noble act finally begins to forgive himself. 

At the White Lotus temple, The High Priest learns of the reanimating device.  He theorizes that with power like that, Shaolin could very well become unstoppable. The High Priest hatches a scenario which will allow him to vanquish Shaolin without government reprisals, and take revenge upon Wang Zao and still avoid conflict with Wu Tang.  He summons one of the Lotus fighters defeated by Wang Zao when Zao freed Frankenstein and Chi. The priest asks the fighter if his commitment to White Lotus is stronger than that to god.  The fighter explains he values the Cult over all else.  The Priest, satisfied with the fighter’s answer, tells the fighter that there is a task for him to perform.

Wang Lu, walking down the road to the bustling town of Shan Po (see map appendix), notes a single fighter blocking his path.  The warrior is, of course, the White Lotus fighter that the High Priest dispatched.  The fighter is not adorned in his White Lotus uniform, however.  The fighter challenges Wang Lu to a duel, which Wang Lu reluctantly accepts, on the one condition that it will be a friendly duel, not a battle to the death.  As the duel progresses, a crowd draws around them.  Finally, as Wang Lu is about to best the fighter, the fighter impales himself on Wang Lu’s sword.  The crowd is aghast, for the noble Wang Lu has killed a man in a friendly duel!  As the fighter falls to the ground, his shirt opens, revealing the seal of The White Lotus.

Wang Lu, shamed and despondent, continues down his road until he enters a town.  He wanders through the main thoroughfare, where, at the opposite end of the street, he sees the White Lotus Priest Mei Chu with a cadre of Lotus soldiers awaiting him.  The High Priest accuses him of murder, and declares that by killing a member of the Cult, Wang Lu has brought the wrath of the entire Cult down upon him.  The High Priest and his men attack. 

Clearly, Lu’s skills are no match for the formidable Lotus Chief, and the addition of the Cult warriors aren’t any help. (FIGHT NOTE: MEI CHU has steel gauntlets, allowing defense against bladed weapons)  He fights valiantly, but the Chief finally strikes Wang Lu with the dread Lotus Palm, causing internal injuries.  Wang Lu has no choice but to retreat.  A Cult member asks Mei Chu if he should pursue Wang, but the Mei insists it is not necessary, for where can Wang Lu go but Shaolin?  

A wounded Wang Lu arrives at the Shaolin Temple, greeted by concerned monks, his brother, and the good doctor.  Wang Lu tells his friend about the set up by the White Lotus. The Head Abbot is familiar with the Lotus Palm strike, and explains to the doctor and Wang Zao how the blow causes internal damage, gradually flowing a victim’s organs with blood and bile.  He further explains that there is no known medical cure, and while he may survive for a few days, ultimately the Lotus Palm will have him dead in a week.  The doctor concurs that western medicine also offers no solution.  Wang Zao asks Frankenstein if he can use his arcane skills; Frankenstein protests, not only because of fear of what could be unleashed, but because, while he can re-animate the dead, he can not undue damage to the organs.  Wang Zao, head down, walks to his quarters.  Mang Qui and the Head Abbot console Frankenstein, assuring him that they know he has done all he could.  Chi Kai, learning about Lu, joins Frankenstein and the monks.  Suddenly, Wang Zao reappears, garbed in the robes of a knight, sword in hand, announcing that he must take revenge for his fallen brother.  Mang Qui immediately protests, stating that there is no chance of Wang’s survival. Upon hearing this, Chi Kai bursts into tears.  Wang attempts to console the young boy, but is firm in his convictions.  He gives Chi a set of Wang throwing darts, which prompts Chi to promise to keep practicing, then walks to his mortally wounded brother.  Zao explains to Lu that he will die. Lu, resigned to his fate, asks his brother to end his misery.  Zao unsheathes his sword, killing his brother.  

Wang Zao prepares to embark on his path of vengeance, when Mang Qui insists on going with him.  Wang protests, but Mang insists, until the Head Abbot forbids it.  Mang refuses to allow his friend to walk into certain death alone.  But still, the Abbot forbids, explaining that he has to stay to watch over the temple, because the Abbot himself is joining Wang.  Mang Qui is relieved, for the Abbot’s is indescribably skilled. But still, his love for both men is strong enough that after they depart, Mang Qui announces he will follow his master and friend, bringing with him a group of monks.  Frankenstein insists on accompaning them, further insisting that the sabre skills of Third Abbot would be invaluable.  

As the monks prepare to leave, Frankenstein and Chi go into Frankensteins lab, where Victor arms himself with a Shaolin Sabre (see weapons appendix), opens a satchel bag, and checking its contents, puts it over his shoulder.  Victor then takes a small box from his personal trunk.  He promises Chi that he and Mang will return, and then asks Chi to find Third Abbot and bring him to the lab.

Meanwhile, in Shan Po, the whole of the White Lotus clan awaits, positioned all throughout the length of Shan Po’s main drag.  At the end of this street is Mei Chu, sitting upon a throne, placed atop a palanquin.  Wang Zao armed with his sword makes some sort of grand declaration of how the entirety of the Wan Tu clan will be killed. Behind Wang, the Abbot appears, armed with the ‘Monks Staff’ (weapon appendix again), and the two heroes begin their frontal attack on the White Lotus Clan.  

(PACING NOTE:  THIS IS APPROXIMATELY THE HALFWAY MARK OF THE FILM).

As the battle begins, the group led by Mang Qui are on one of the cliffs near Shan Po.  Mang Qui announces to the men that the time to fight is at hand, when suddenly , The Third Abbot grabs Mang, as Frankenstein reveals a hypodermic needle. Mang is injected with a “knockout” drug, as Third Abbot briefly explains to the other monks that Mang’s skills and ability are a necessity for the survival of Shaolin, should the Head Abbot fall.  Furthermore, as the best fighters at the temple, Third Abbot commands that they too must not fight, as if they were to fall, Shao Lin would be near defenseless, and the Clan will undoubtably launch an attack on Shao Lin  after this skirmish.  

The Battle:  Wang and the Abbot make quick work of the White Lotus Clan,slashing through them with relative ease.  Finally, only Mei Chu  is left. Mei fights hard against his two attackers,  but clearly, the advantage favors Wang and the Abbot.  On the upper cliff, Frankenstein and 3rd Abbot, using Frankenstein’s collapsing telescope, are relieved to see that victory is in their grasp.  Unbeknownst to them, however, the tide is about to change.  

As Wang & the Abbot are closing in on victory, an eerie laughter is heard.  The laughter comes from the legendary Pai Mei. Pai Mei, accompanied by his 2 personal guards, is obviously full of glee at the sight of the melee, and tells the head Abbot that he ‘done fucked up’, that now the Clan can attack Shaolin with the governments blessing.  The Head Abbot explains that the aforementioned attack could only occur if Pai Mei survives.  Pai Mei assures the Abbot that it won’t be a problem.  The Abbot attacks Pai Mei, but his sword wielding bodyguards block his strikes, and Pai Mei sits back and watches, laughing the whole time.  Wang attempts to help the Abott, but Mei Chu, seizing his opportunity, strikes Wang Zao with the Lotus Palm, sending Wang reeling to the ground. 

Mei Chu, is not enjoying his apparent victory, however.  His hand is broken!  Furthermore, Wang Zao survives!  Wang stands up, and removes a metal plate from under his tunic. He then picks up his swords and lunges at Chu.  Chu is not out of the game yet, however, and from his steel gauntlets spring two daggers!  Chu and Wang continue to battle, each sustaining injuries, but ultimately Chu’s wrist daggers win over Wang’s sword, as Chu cuts Wang to ribbons, slicing off a foot and both hands, then slashes the windpipe, finishing Wang Zao, much to the sadness of the monks watching atop the cliff.

NOTE: At some point in combat, Wang should receive a kick in the head.

Mei Chu begins to join the battle between the Abbot and the swordsmen, but Pai Mei orders Chu to stand down.  He then commands his bodyguards to do the same.   Pai taunts the Abbot, stating how much pleasure he would get from personally killing a monk. The Abbot attacks, swinging the Monks Staff at Pai Mei, who evades every slash, parry, etc that the Abbot can dish out.  Finally, the Abbot swings his staff with all his might, and Pai Mei merely raises an arm to block, which completely smashes the Monks Staff.  

The Abbot, shocked but undeterred, turns to empty handed combat, but he is unable to land a blow on Pai Mei.  The wind generated by the Abbots  every strike forces Pai Mei back… it is as if Pai Mei is lighter than air!  (NOTE: throughout Wang and the Abbot’s battle, the Monks on the cliff should be shown, and Mang Qui should regain consciousness so he can witness and examine Pai’s fighting technique.)  The Abbot is an exceptional martial artist, however; he changes his fighting stategy, attacking with finger strikes, focusing the precision of his attack, thereby lessening the wind generated from his attacks.  Unfortunately, despite the fact that this allows the Abbot to land blows, said blows have no affect.  Pai Mei continues to taunt the Abbot, telling the Abbot  that “I have but one weak spot, and I’m not about to reveal it to you”  With this, Pai Mei begins to attack.  Pai Mei’s is using a similar approach to the Abbot’s prior attack- using precise finger blows, but with much more success.  Pai Mei ultimately lands a succession of finger strikes that parylize the Abbot.  Pai Mei then stops, and allows the Abbot to realize his helplessness.  Pai Mei then delivers the final blow, a devastating strike which crushes the Abbots skull.

After Pai Mei and co. depart the scene, the monks atop the cliffs arrive.  Downtrodden, they pray to their dead Abbot and Wang, as Frankenstein examines the bodies.   The monks  take the corpses of the heroes back to Shao Lin, where the monks and Chi are in mourning.  Mang Qui confesses to Frankenstein that this is the end of Shao Lin.  Victor doesn’t quite understand, but Mang says that with the Abbot gone, Pai Mei will no doubt attack.  Victor questions the pessimism of Mang, for if nothing else, The Abbot and Wang did eliminate the whole of the Lotus Clan fighters.  Mang explains to Victor that though Wan Tu’s forces are eliminated, there are other Clan branches at Pai Mei’s command… and these branches triple the warriors of Shao Lin. Mang also hints of more arcane forces at Pai Mei’s disposal, but does not elaborate.  Mang then goes of to meditate on the crisis.

Frankenstein, in his lab, ponders the next course of action.  The body of Wang Zao lies before him on Franks operating table.  He realizes what he must do.  

Frankenstein finds Mang, and gives reasons that he must unleash the powers he posesses.  Mang summons one of his servant monks, ordering him to retrieve the bodies of the Abbot and Wang Zao.  The monks wait impatiently  outside as Victor performs an autopsy on Wang and the Abbot. Victor than calls Mang into his chambers, explaining that the Abbots body is useless, as his skull is crushed, but Wang can be reanimated, ALTHOUGH, due to the kick in the head sustained in battle, Wang will not be 100%.  And he sheepishly reveals that the Abbots hands will have to be sewn onto Wang’s arms.  Mang agrees to the desecration of the bodies, and announces to the members of ShaoLin that they will stay and fight.

Frankenstein works furiously, calculating, um, stuff, as Mang Qui furiously practices his martial arts, trying to find a way to defeat Pai Mei.  The 3rd and 4th Abbot, meanwhile study their saber and pole techniques with furious passion.  Mang Qui notes Frankenstein stitching up bodies, which inspires Mang Qui, who goes off…

Finally, The Monks begin to construct an apparatus to conduct electricity at a level high enough to bring back the dead.  This apparatus is complete, and toying in the realm of Gods and Monsters yet again, Frankenstein brings Wang Zao back to life!  And this title has a justification for being!  Huzzah!

However, all is not well.  Wang is hardly the man he was, moving stiff and grunting to Karlofftian proportions.  It would appear his skills are gone, much to the lament of the desians of Shaolin.   Still,  Wang-enstein has  developed a bond with Chi Kai.  And it is through this bond, that hope is rekindled:  As Chi and Wang are walking the grounds of Shao Lin,  A piece of Mortar falls off the edge of one of the temple Structures…. Wang sees this, and with unprecedented grace and skill, flips through the air, whisks the child out of harms way and smashes the falling mortar with a fierce strike!  (Note: I know this device was similarly used earlier, but well, if you can’t endanger children, what’s the point of having them in films?)  Other Monks, seeing this display of skill, are thrilled to know their secret weapon is back in action.  From afar, however, a White Lotus spy also notes what is happening.

At  Wan Tu, a full army of Lotus warriors are practicing, anxious to receive the order to attack Shao Lin.  Pai Mei patiently meditates, when the spy returns telling Pai all he has een.  Pai contemplates what do, then demands a subordinate to summon Wo Ching.  The subordinate is taken aback by this request, then shuffles off to fulfill Pai’s demand.   

Back at Shao Lin, Wangenstein shows off his skill, battling several monks at once, of course coming out on top (FIGHT NOTE:  At this point, I feel it is better to not show the wackiness factor for Wangenstein, [ie flying fists and crap], save it for the end, dig?).   Mang Qui reveals he has invented a new technique to battle Pai Mei, and the Monks wait for the Lotus army’s eminent attack.  

Time passes.  Suddenly, within the halls of  Shao Lin, the sound of marching is heard in the distance.  Mang, Frank and company go to the top of the Temple’s tower, where they witness not only the forces of the White Lotus, But an army of the fearsome hopping dead as well!!!!  Needless to say, Victor has no idea what these hopping folk are, and Mang explains (see KF Horror note), additionally giving a brief origin of Wo Ching, a master sorcerer who can command legions of zombies with the use of ‘voodoo dolls’ ( a better name will come at some point, trust me).  Attack alarms are sounded, and the monks of Shao Lin prepare for what may be their final battle.  Frankenstein arms himself with a Saber and awaits in a combatative stance with Wangenstein.   Chi, meanwhile, is locked in safehouse on temple grounds, um, for his own safety.  

The gates of Shao lin are thrown open, and the hordes of the undead enter.  The monks fight valiantly against them, but as they feel nothing and are controlled by Wo, and even Wangs unimaginable strength (He’s tossing ‘em Hulk style) doesn’t deter them.  Wo Makes a fatal mistake however, as he perches himself atop the gates of Shao Lin  to get a better view of the action, which Victor notices.  Victor bravely makes his way up to the top of the gates, engaging Wo Ching in a sword fight.

NOTE: THROUGHOUT THE BATTLE, Chi escapes his holding cell, and is wandering underfoot, sort of hobbit style

As Victor is fighting Wo, the undead become docile, flopping to the ground, thus making Pai send his Lotus warriors in for battle, led by Mei Chu.  Wangenstien and the monks battle the forces of the White Lotus  (FIGHT NOTE: WANG BEGINS TO GET WACKY HERE, FLYING LIMBS AND WHAT NOT).  Pai Mei and his two bodyguards also enter the fray.  Mang engages Pai in battle, armed with a Monks Staff, while 3rd and 4th Abbots battle Pei’s guards.  

Meanwhile, Victor seemingly bests Wo, disarming him.  Then Wo hypnotizes Victor (Note: Shown by a close up of Wo’s  eyes, then Vic’s eyes become docile.) Wo yanks out another voodoo doll, forces Victor to walk over where Wo dropped the undead controlling voodoo doll, and controls Victor to control the walking dead.  

The undead revived, the monks of Shao Lin seem hopelessly out numbered.  Meanwhile, Pai has smashed Mang’s staff, laughing at the fallen Mang.   Pai’s bodyguards kill the 3rd Abbot, leaving 4th Abbot to fend off against them alone! Wangenstein is distracted by his battle with Mei Chu, as the legions of the undead start piling themselves upon Wang, who is fending them off by using his fist, which is now attached by a thread to his arm as a nunchuka style weapon.  

Chi Kai sees what is going on, and evading zombies and Lotus warriors, manages to find Victor and Wo.  Chi Kai takes on of the Wang darts and throws it into the hand of Wo Ching, causing him to drop the Victor-Controlling Voodoo doll™.  Victor regains control, picks up his saber, and runs it through Wo Ching.  

Mang, meanwhile, has taken off his outer robe, revealing a rope-dart styled weapon, the tip of which is cover with needles!  

4th Abbot takes 3rd Abbot’s sword in his other hand, and, combats the Bodyguards with a broken staff and saber.

WRAP-UP

The undead docile again, Wangenstein and Mei Chu continue their battle, Mei resorting to his sleeve daggers, which Wang easily fends off, breaking them as Wang declares “WHITE LOTUS BAD!”.  Mei then uses the Lotus Palm, sending Wangesntein reeling backwards.  But the fallen Wang stands up again, assumes a combat stance, then fires a punch so hard it forces Wangs fist OFF of Wangs arm, it fly through the air, going THROUGH Mei’ chest. Wangenstein then declares “SHAOLIN GOOD!”.

Mang’s new weapon proves to be Pai Mei’s undoing.  The rope dart, not generating the wind of the Shaolin fist,  is able to hit Pai, and the needles hit Pai’s pressure points.  Ultimately, Pai’s  ‘body lightening’ technique is vanquished, and Mang focuses attacks on ‘un-needled’ spots, to determine Pai’s weak spot, ultimately striking his fingers into Pai’s ears, killing him.
4th Abbot vanquishes the bodyguards.

Victor, Chi and other monks dispatch with the rest of The White Lotus Clan.  

Everyone is happy.  

How ‘bout that?

Walking Dead

Often used for comedy in films, as people would stumble upon them, somehow rip off the yellow paper, thus making them uncontrollable and attack unsuspecting comic relief characters.
