427 Years ago, the first plant took root in the soil of Zebrus. The dry, rocky surface was close enough to that of Gemron that when the cargo ship Washington Irving, out of New York, carrying food, fresh water, medicine and desert spruce saplings (specifically bred to survive in such conditions, being shipped to Gemron for experimentation) to the settlement at Gemron made a rough emergency landing on Zebrus, near the future site of its posthumous namesake, Irving City, some of said Oak Saplings survived. While both were exceptionally dry (in comparison to Earth) Zebrus had more naturally occurring water, allowing the trees to grow on their own. While the survivors of the crash were rescued, and all the valuable parts were salvaged, the bulk of the Washington Irving, and its cargo remained.
